Greenback Youth Sports
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All Stars 
We participate in the Dixie Youth organization and will be eligible to enter one All Star team per age 
group to compete in a post season tournament for our district.  The top two All Star teams in our district 
will travel to a State Tournament to compete for the State title.  Therefore the top	12	players in each age 
group (nominated by the coaches) will represent Greenback and compete to win.  This year’s tournament 
dates are as follows:
District	
Week of 6/10/2024 – 6u & 8u 
Week of 6/17/2024 – 10u & 12u 

State	
Week of 6/27/2024 - 6u & 8u 
Week of 7/5/2024 - 10u, & 12u 

Bad Weather 
During times of bad weather, the decision to play all games will be decided at the field by the umpire or 
league representative.  If it’s possible to make a determination to cancel games due to bad weather in 
advance, a league representative will communicate that decision to all the coaches, who will then 
communicate to the parents.  We may also post information regarding game cancellations on the website 
or social media, when-ever possible. 

Concession Stand  
Each team will be required to work the concession stand during the season.  Your team will NOT be asked 
to work the concession stand during the time your team is playing.  A schedule for you team will be 
provided to your coach prior to the season starting.  The coach will ask for your help in filling your team’s 
time slots with two (2) representatives.

End of the Season Fun Night / Closing Ceremonies 
A fun night will be held at Springbrook	Pool	in	Alcoa at the	end of the season and provide a time for all 
players to receive their participation trophies and have fun with their coaches and teammates.  All 
parents and family members are invited to attend.  More details will be provided throughout the season. 

Equipment (Bats, Helmet, etc.) 
Every player should have a glove and helmet.  If a player wears cleats, they must be plastic, not metal.  A 
tee and catchers equipment will be provided by the league for all games.  
 
If you bring your own bat to use during a game, no 2 ¾” barrel bats are allowed.  Legal bats regulations 
are outlined for each age group below:  
 

Wee Ball (4 years old and under): Any “USA” bat, except 2 ¾” barrel bats 
Class A (6u):   2 1/4” or 2 5/8” barrel and stamped “USA “ 
Class AA (8u), Class AAA (10u), Ozone (12u): 2 5/8” barrel and stamped “USA “ 
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Fan Shirts, Hats, and Visors 
Fan	shirts will be sold.  Each shirt will be the same design and color of the child’s team and will include 
the word’s “Fan Of” and the child’s number on the back of their shirt: 
 

The Greenback Baseball hats and visors will be available for purchase.   
 
You will be able to place your order for a team shirt, hat, and/or visor online through our Team	Store	
sponsored	by	Pokey’s	&	Sports.  A link to our Team Store will be sent out on our Facebook page and our 
website.  The Team Store will be open for orders to ensure you have your order back as close as possible 
to the start of the season.		We will make every effort to have your order ready to be handed out at the 
Jamboree. 

Fundraiser 
The registration fee does not cover any other operating costs of this league (balls, field maintenance, 
catcher’s gear, umpires fees, etc).  Therefore, our fundraisers are what will allow this league to maintain 
and hopefully grow.   
 

Players will be asked to sell Crocket Creek Beef Jerky to raise money for the league.  It will be the 
expectation of each player to sell 10	bags.  A Beef Jerky Order Form is attached to this packet and you can 
find a link to this form on our website under “Parents Corner.”  Orders and money will be due on 
Saturday,	April	6th during your team’s designated picture time. 

Jamboree 
A Jamboree will be held on Saturday, April	6th to help us kick-off the season.  All teams will play one 
game throughout the day.  A more detailed schedule will be distributed by your coach once it is available. 

Mid‐Season District Tournament 
There will be a tournament held during the regular season for all the teams in our district.  Tournament 
dates and location will be provided when the regular season schedules are complete.  Game times for 
each team will be determined closer to the tournament dates.  During those tournaments, there will be a 
gate fee charged for admission.  Please	be	prepared	to	pay	to	attend	those	games.  Tournaments are 
the only time a fee is charged to watch a youth baseball game. 

Regular Season Schedules 
Copies of all regular season schedules will be provided to each coach prior to Saturday, March	30th.  
Coaches will then distribute these schedules to you.  Schedules will also be posted to the league’s website.
