*Coaches please discuss these rules with parents/spectators*

No alcohol or tobacco products, including vapes and e-cigarettes, are permitted on any
Georgetown County Parks and Recreation property, including parking lots.
No pets are allowed in the complex.

Only one team cooler is allowed per team. No other coolers are permitted in the

complex.
NO outside food or drink allowed inside the park.
Absolutely no hitting or throwing into the fences (including soft toss).

Unsportsmanlike conduct and foul language will not be tolerated by players, coaches, or

spectators.

No skateboards, scooters, or bikes will be allowed in the complex.

Be aware of foul balls at all times.

Please do not liter. Place all trash in receptacles provided. Help us keep our park clean!

Please notify any complex or tournament staff of any problems and they will be happy

to assist you.
No spectators are allowed to sit behind the backstop so the scorekeeper can see.

Tents are only allowed over the bleachers and below the dugout. No tents behind the

backstop.

During evening games, please be sure to turn your headlights off as quickly as possible

to avoid any distraction of players.

Please do not block any gates or cars so emergency vehicles can enter.

Please keep all players off the game fields until you are instructed to take the field.
Upon completion of your game each day we ask that each team vacate the dugout as
quickly as possible to allow the next game to get organized and started in a timely
manner. Please pick up all trash from the dugouts.
